The Town of Leesburg, Virginia, situated on the
outskirts of the Washington, DC metropolitan area in
Loudoun County, is a growing community that
encompasses 12.5 square miles, and is bounded by
the Potomac River to the north.

Since that time, the Town has been the location of
Civil War battles and was home of World War I
General George Marshall.

Today, Leesburg serves as the County seat of Loudoun County and according to recent Census data, the
Town is now home to over 51,000 residents (2015 estimate) making Leesburg the largest Town in Virginia.

Educational Opportunities

Loudoun County Public Schools provide
comprehensive education from kindergarten through
grade 12 to the schoolage residents of the Town of
Leesburg. The Loudoun County Public School System
is nationally recognized and touts an otime
graduation rate of over 95%. The school system
includes 57 elementary, 15 middle and 16 high
schools spread throughout the County. Loudoun
schools are also all fully accredited and enroll over
76,000 students. Higher education facilities within
Loudoun County include Northern Virginia Community
College, Patrick Henry College, Shenandoah University
(Northern Virginia Campus), The George Washington
University (Virginia Campus), George Mason University
(Loudoun Campus) and the Art Institute of Washington
-Northern Virginia.

Located within the Town of Leesburg is the Inova
Emergency Room, equipped with licensed nurses and
doctors to assist 24 hours per day. Inova Loudoun
Hospital is also located just three miles outside of
town.

Dulles International Airport is set 20 minutes from
Leesburg and Reagan National is reachable within 45
minutes.

Recreation and Leisure

The Town of Leesburg provides a variety of programs
and facilities to meet the needs of residents. Within

Business and Economic Development

The Leesburg community continues to see significant
new development in the residential, commercial and
institutional sectors. Since 2008, the Town had over
two million square feet of commercial space, including
office, retail and institutional space added to its
inventory. Currently, over 1.5 million square feet of
additional office, retail, commercial and institutional
space and nearly 1,500 new housing units are under
development in the Town. The Historic Downtown
Leesburg district thrives with local small businesses
and brings in many visitors to the Town each year.
Major employers within the Town include K2M,
Mastec Services and Wegmans, each employing over
250 peopl e. Situated a
